Update for 2016 

Dear Valued TOTO Customer:  
 
The California Energy Commission’s new appliance efficiency regulation and Colorado’s Senate Bill SB103 
(2014) have restricted the maximum water consumption in plumbing fixtures and fittings products in order to 
promote water conservation.  As a result of recent legislation and regulatory updates, states with sales         
restrictions on non-conforming products are listed below.   
 
In an effort to assist TOTO customers and prevent ordering non-compliant products, TOTO will continue to   
restrict shipments of all products that do not conform to the new requirements. 
 
Effective July 1st, 2016, products with the maximum water consumption rates may only be sold in California.  
Effective Sept 1, 2016, products with the maximum water consumption rates  may be sold in Colorado. 
Texas and Georgia restrictions have previously been in effect and will continue.
